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	Most people today say that it’s a women’s right to have an abortion, other people say that is morally wrong and that all things that are created have a voice whether they are viable or not. Allowing women to have a choice is considered being “Pro-Choice.” Most people believe that a woman has the right to her own personal autonomy and as long as she is not causing conflict to another person then no law should prevent that right of choice. Others tend to disagree and say that being “Pro-Life” believes that there is a morality issue because of the religious views and others believe there are other options then abortion. They have created a movement against the women’s right to freedom of choice and involving church and state and government to make it criminal to have an abortion. 
	To be “Pro-Choice” believes that it’s a women’s choice and is considered a personal right and civil liberty. To have the right to make a choice in a personal situation should not be decided by governmental laws that make it criminal to obtain an abortion or cause’s risk to a women’s health for unsafe illegal abortion clinics. A court can give a sentence to a criminal who has raped a woman, but the courts now are deciding whether or not that woman who has conceived a child in such a heinous crime is now being forced to conceive. The courts should have no rule over whether a woman has an abortion as everyone is given Constitutional rights and those rights should be protected for all people. 
	To be “Pro-Life” is to viewed more by religious beliefs and is believed that a women’s body is to procreate and all living things conceived is life and has a soul. They believe if a woman should choose to terminate her pregnancy regardless of conception she should carry the child or be charged with murder because she has taken a life. Religious groups mainly the Catholic Church feel that abortion is a sin and is violating ones religious right to procreate and is one of the biggest pro-life arguments that is used in the movements. Pro-Lifer’s are also believe that there are other options then abortion and are not as radical as some of the religious activist, but feel that there are plenty of couples that cannot have a child and for those who can conceive and do not want the child they feel there are enough options available to give the child up for adoption. 
	Many people who are just opposed to abortion, not for religious or moral reasons, don’t feel that everyone should be able to make or take a woman’s civil right away to make a choice. If society allowed the government to make choices in whether a man should have a vasectomy based on how many women he gets pregnant would our government be supportive of such a law and make governmental laws removing one’s personal right to make that choice. Would it be fair to state that the majority of our politician’s which are male; would most likely oppose such a law to remove that right or choice away from the male minority? The answer is no, but congress and supporters are making it their right to choose and make those decisions for women. 
	“Pro-Choice” and “Pro-Life” is a debate that has many different opinions of moral and religious and logical principal views. If everyone can create a society to support and build a better education system that educates at a proper age and inform our youth of using the proper protection when having sex we can eliminate teenage pregnancies, but with only the help of the parents at home and supporting programs in the schools.  Unfortunately the religious fundamentalist will always have the other side of the argument and find ways to oppose and will march to congress and protest against better sex education in programs in schools, because of moral belief of what is considered to be sinful teachings.
 However, the point is that everyone should all believe that religious or not, should not be allowed jeopardize our personal rights and civil liberties based off of personal belief by individuals who have been able to choose in what they believe in. That is a personal choice and those moral guidelines should not be the basis of what constitutes as being right and wrong as it is everyone’s personal right to choose in what they believe in and how they choose to live.
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
